PREPARATION

Ensure the floor is acclimatised to its end-use
environment. The surface must be sanded back to bare
wood, dry and free from sanding dust, oil, wax and other
contamination. Sanding with a 120 grit abrasive using a
Bona Quattro Disc, or similar equipment is recommended
for the final sanding of the wood.

Allow the product to reach room temperature. Optimal
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application conditions are between 18-25°C and 40-60%
relative humidity. High temperatures and low humidity
shorten, low temperatures and high humidity lengthen
drying time. In dry and/or warm conditions max 4% Bona
Retarder may be added to prolong the open time and
reduce the risk of overlapping and discolouration.
Minimum temperature for use is 13°C.
